Before worship 

          Palm Sunday seems to be one Sunday that people always remember from their Sunday School days. Perhaps it was 
the pageantry that often accompanied it, the air of expectation, or the emphasis on the beginning of holy week. Maybe it 
was the palm frond crosses that would last a whole year as a bookmark. Most people recall it was the time Jesus rode into          
Jerusalem and people waved palm branches or put down their clothing for the colt to walk on. 

          Does everyone remember that Jesus paused before the journey began and when He looked out over the city that lay 
before Him, He wept for it, for its people because He could see their waywardness and their need for a Saviour? 
The people knew they had needs, but they wanted a King that would save them in the here and now. Their expectation 
did it not meet with the reality of the King they welcomed so it was quite easy for them to praise Him this Sunday in their 
expectation and curse and denounce Him just five days later, in their disillusionment. 
          Are we also guilty of wanting a king who will solve our physical dilemmas, or soften the edges of our lives so they are 
more liveable, at the expense of missing the real King who provides not just earthly ease according to His perfect will and 
good purpose but better still, eternal redemption? If God must bow to the prayer requests we make for us to keep loving 
and acknowledging Him, then we are not worshipping the True God, but rather a figment of our imaginations. If God is 
God for us then as the true King we accept that we are those He has wept over, we are those He came to rescue because 
we are lost, hopeless and helpless. We are those who do not know what is best for us. We are those He gave His life for. 
We are the forgiven who rose with Him. 
          Palm Sunday is all about Jesus’ Kingship, His rule of peace, His rescue mission. It’s about His love and compassion 
for fallen sinners. Palm Sunday is definitely a day to welcome the King.     Hosanna! Welcome King Jesus, into the city of
